Tools Required

�  .159”  or 4mm diameter drill bit 
�  Phillips screw driver 
�  Adjustable wrench or 10mm wrench 

�  10-32 Tap 
�  Metric hex wrenches 
�  SAE hex wrenches 
�  Tap handle 

�  Center punch 
�  Marking pen 
�  Small scale or ruler 
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Mounting the Scale: 
 
1. Loosely mount the left rip scale-

mounting bracket (the one without 
10mm threads in it) underneath the pan 
on the rip fence bar.  The “L”  of the 
bracket must face forward (see picture). 

2. Loosely mount the right rip scale 
mounting brackets (the ones with 10mm 
threads) on the underside of the table 
onto the existing threaded bolts.  The 
“L”  of the bracket must face backwards 
(see picture). 

3. Using the #6-32 x ½” flat head screws, 
loosely mount the rip scale to all three 
scale mounting brackets.  Check that the 
scale is straight (not bowed or bent) and 
is parallel to the rip fence bar.  Use the 
included washers to straighten the scale 
if necessary.  Adjust the height of the 
(right) scale mounting brackets to adjust 
the scale up and down, so it is parallel 
with the rip fence bar.  Straightness 
and height alignments are crucial for  
accurate measurements. 

4. Tighten the #6-32 screws.  
 
Fence Bracket Assembly: 
 
5. Place the #8-32 x ¾” screws through the 

guide clip (with the screw heads on the grooved side of the guide clip). 
6. Slide a #8 spacer over each of the screws. 
7. Place the tab protector (aluminum piece) over the screws on top of the spacers. 
8. Screw this assembly to the large aluminum plate in the two holes provided. 
 
Fence Bracket Assembly Installation: 
 
9. Attach assembly to the cast iron portion 

of the fence.  The proper location is 
determined when the guide clip position 
puts pressure on the readhead (the guide 
clip should deflect about .050 inches).  
Be sure to check that the location of the 
assembly will not interfere with any 
function of the saw.  Mark the location 
for holes to be drilled into the fence.  
Drill and tap for 10-32 x 3/4 bolts.  (Use 
caution when drilling so that the fence, 
table, and bar are not damaged.) 
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10.  Center the guide clip over the post on the readhead 
so that it applies light pressure.  Tighten ALL 
fasteners.  Slide the fence left and right and check for 
binding.  Assure the readhead post remains 
centered in the guide clip, with constant pressure 
over  the full range of fence travel.  Adjust the scale 
position if necessary. 

 
Mounting the Digital Readout: 
 
11. Remove the clamshell mounting bracket from the 

box.  Separate the two halves by removing the two 
screws in the sides.  Mount one half of the clamshell 
bracket to the back of the readout with the #4-40 x 
¼” screws.  Use either the #8-32 x¼” screws or 
Velcro to mount the other side of the clamshell 
bracket to the top of the cast iron portion of the fence. 

12. Connect the readhead to the extension cable.  
Connect the extension cable to the readout. 

13. Adjust the readout angle for comfortable viewing by 
the operator.  

 
Calibration of ProScale: 
(Use the Operation Manual as a reference.) 
 
14. With the rip fence locked in position near the saw 

blade, cut a small square board. 
15. Measure this board with the most precise measuring 

tool available and write down the measurement. 
16. Press the ZERO key on the ProScale readout. 
17. Use the PLUS and MINUS keys to enter the 

measured value into the ProScale readout. 
18. Press and hold the ON/OFF button.  Press the MODE 

button (press and release in less than a second).  
Release the ON/OFF button.  The keyboard is now 
locked.  It can be unlocked by repeating this 
procedure. 

19. ProScale should be re-calibrated when the saw blade is changed (kerf allowance) or when the batteries 
in the readout are changed. 

 
Using the Incremental Feature: 
(See the Operation Manual for more information.) 
 
20. After the readout is calibrated in absolute mode (shows ABS in upper left corner of readout), pressing 

the ABS/INC key (for one second) changes the readout to the incremental coordinate system (shows 
INC in upper left corner of readout).  Set the readout value to the kerf of the current saw blade by 
pressing the PLUS key.  Press the ABS/INC key again to save the kerf value.  Press and hold the 
ABS/INC key for three seconds (readout will return to ABS mode). 
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21. The ABS/INC key is useful when making repeating cuts of the same dimension.  When you are done 
making repeating cuts, be sure to return to the ABS mode (by pressing the ABS/INC key for 3 seconds).  
The readout automatically updates its position from the saw blade. 

 
Troubleshooting: 
 
The readout does not respond when a key is pressed. 
�  Check that the key's function has not been disabled.  When the readout is in INC mode, the MODE key 

does not function.  When the readout is locked, the PLUS, MINUS, and ZERO keys will not function. 
 
The battery clips seem loose when changing the batteries: 
�  DO NOT attempt to bend these clips.  They are specially designed to compress and hold the batteries 

when the readout halves are screwed together.  Avoid touching the clips as much as possible. 
 
The display does not change when the stop/fence is moved: 
�  The readhead is not properly engaged by the guide clip and it is not moving.  Check that the readhead 

remains properly engaged.  Repair any obstructions to smooth movement.  (DO NOT exert too much 
pressure on the readhead.) 

 
ProScale is accurate close to the saw blade, but not accurate at larger distances: 
�  Check the alignment of the saw fence.  The alignment will affect the measurements at larger distances. 
�  Also be sure to check the mounting of all ProKit™ components.  Any loose bolts can allow for “slop”  

measurements. 
 
ProScale resets itself while saw is running and the fence is locked: 
�  The readout has been accidentally reset.  Large voltage spikes from nearby motors, inverters, or dust 

collection systems can cause this.  Be sure that all devices are properly grounded. 
�  Also, extreme vibration can cause this.  Mount the readout in a different location. 
�  Be sure the ABS/INC key has not been accidentally pressed.  If so, press and hold for 3 seconds to 

return to ABS reading. 
 
ProScale resets itself while the saw is not running and the fence is locked: 
�  Be sure the ABS/INC key has not been accidentally pushed.  If so, press and hold for 3 seconds to return 

to ABS reading. 
�  Be sure the ZERO key has not been accidentally pushed.  If so, you will need to recalibrate the saw 

fence.  Be sure to lock the value into the readout. 
 
The readout reads No Enc: 
�  Make sure the readhead connector is fully inserted into the readout.  Be sure the readhead is on the scale 

(the readhead must be on the scale BEFORE connecting to the readout). 
�  The readhead has been moved too quickly.  Maximum speed is 60 inches per second. 
 
The display shows a battery symbol: 
�  The batteries need to be changed.  ProScale uses two standard AA alkaline cells.  To change the 

batteries, unscrew the top cover (two screws) and remove old batteries.  Be sure to observe correct 
polarity when installing new batteries.  Never use rechargeable or lithium-ion batteries.
